Rockefeller University (Dr. Nam-Hai Chua’s lab) : Plant molecular biology
Though this project is planned to visit biological fields, we don’t give preference to Ph.D. candidate of biological field over other fields for selection of participants.  We welcome participant from different fields as well.  Also we have an alternative plan to support participant who wishing to visit other universities or laboratories nearby during each stay.
Participation fees : 250,000(JPY) + food expenses

Out of 450,000(JPY) (per person) including Air fares, accommodation fee, local transport expenses, breakfast charge, Graduate School of Environmental Earth Science, Hokkaido University will cover 200,000-250,000(JPY).  Therefore individual payment will be 200,000-250,000(JPY).  Expenses of lunch and dinner will be individual payment.  Other expenses, such as honorariums to the coordinator, researcher, and escorting professor’s traveling charge, clerical cost will be paid by Graduate School of Environmental Earth Science, Hokkaido University.
