Objectives: Analyses of ecosystem processes across various spatial and temporal scales are essential to clarify ecosystem functions and services under global climate changes, pollution, land-use changes and other anthropogenic and natural disturbances.  This summer school provides unique opportunities for Ph D international and Japanese students to learn field research methods.  Students will also discuss current research findings and explore future directions for various research topics on ecology encompassing wide array of disciplines, including population, community, ecosystem and landscape/seascape ecology.  The main aim of the program is to encourage the participants to develop research projects that include international perspectives.  The field training program will be conducted in Akkeshi Marine Station of Hokkaido University which is one of the core sites of JaLTER (Japan Long-Term Ecological Research Network).
Participants: (i) Japanese Ph D students currently enrolled in the Graduate School of Environmental Science and Division of Environmental Resources in the Graduate School of Agriculture, Hokkaido University (ii) International Ph D students currently enrolled in programs that focus on population, community and ecosystem ecology that are relevant to the objectives of the Summer School. 
Application: Application forms need to be submitted to the administrative office (inet2010@ees.hokudai.ac.jp) no later than 15 March 2010. Participants will be selected based on information provided in the application.
Number of the participants:  10 Japanese students from Hokkaido University and 10 international students from foreign University
Relevant fields of study: Ecosystem Ecology, Community Ecology, Population Ecology, Landscape (Seascape) Ecology, Ecosystem Interactions, Marine and Terrestrial Ecology and Environmental Science

Research Topics: Long-term broad-scale dynamics, Ecosystem interactions, Metapopulation and metacommunity, Allochthonous input and subsidization, Nutrient cycling, Stable isotope, Regime shift, Ecosystem restoration, Kushiro mire
Examples of the themes for group discussion

(i) Interactions among ecosystems (e.g., between terrestrial and marine, forest and river, river and coastal, coastal and oceanic systems)

(ii) Effects of dispersal of organisms on population and community processes (metapopulation and metacommunity)

(iii) Changes in community and ecosystem affected by global climate change
(iv) Interrelationships between community structure and ecosystem processes
