BACKGROUND
Tropical peatland especially in Indonesia with total area about 20 millions hectares as one of carbon storage in the world that have raise negative impacts caused by utilization without considering on peat characteristics, culture of farmer and marketable access. Since in the beginning the utilization of peatland has identical with methods that were cutting and clean of forest, land preparation (including drained system) and then planting by introduction species (non native species).  Therefore, maintaining of forest with many kinds of trees species which have high economic values (mentioned “peat for forest”) as wise use of peatland are still difficult to understand by a few people.

Many research findings and concepts or guidelines for peat utilization which should be consider by government and stakeholders in planning development areas mainly in tropical peatland. Until now, the existing of tropical peatland degraded year to year. Damaged of tropical peatland has affected globally and locally, also to landscape stabilization, climate change and social economic.  In order to sustain of tropical peatland, is needed an important guidelines of suitable utilization of peatland.

Integrated field environmental science (IFES) is liaison office of Global Center of Excellent (GCOE) in Indonesia. The main office of GCOE is in Hokkaido University, Japan with the other liaison offices in Mongolia and Siberia. The three liaison offices are selected with the consideration of having specific ecosystem in the world. IFES is an interdisciplinary science field contributing Earth System Science with the main purpose is to supports and evaluations for improvement of the peatland management practices through education and research.
